Working with minimal tools, our residents 
once again proved their ability to accomplish any goal set before them.  On December 6, our volunteers stepped up to help prepare 
for the Martin Luther King March, replacing three wooden fences along the march route.  Finally on January 6, Crosspoint was the 
beneficiary of a volunteer project organized by Valero.  Their employees donated their time on a Saturday morning to help paint a 
hallway, stairwell and exercise room at The Summit.  We truly appreciate this unsolicited act of volunteerism.
